The Male Reproductive System

The production of sperm is the human male begins in the testes.  The sperm mature in the epididymis.  This process may take up to 3 months.  Once the sperm are mature, they will then travel through the vas deferens on their trip out of the male body through the urethra.  The male reproductive system is controlled by the hormone testosterone.  The prostate gland and seminal vescicles produce seminal fluid which nourishes the sperm.  Seminal fluid and sperm together make semen.  

The Female Reproductive System

The female gamete is called the ovum (plural is ova).  It is produced in the ovary.  On day 14 of the menstrual cycle, it is released in a process called ovulation.  It travels through the fallopian tube where it will be fertilized if a sperm is present.  If it is fertilized, it will travel to the uterus and implant into the uterine wall.  If it does not get fertilized, it will break down and the lining of the uterus will shed in a process called menstrutation.  During menstruation, the egg will travel to the uterus, out the opening of the uterus, called the cervix, and then out of the body through the vagina.
